CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today as a followup after vitamin B12 deficiency and skin lesions.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that she had vitamin B12 blood test and it was low and she is seen by specialist and started on vitamin B12 injections.

The patient also developed skin lesions especially on the hands for the past two to three weeks and it is not pruritic; however, it is causing burning sensation and she is not exposed to any infections or allergies.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied fever, chills, exposure to any chemicals or allergies, traveling out of the United States, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling or calf swelling.

OBJECTIVE:
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
