CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient presents with history of pain in the right ear for two days, feels like it is muffled, thinks there may be a cyst in his ear. He states it also hurts in his TM joint area. He describes pain as moderate to severe, here with mother.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
SOCIAL HISTORY: He has stress with new job as mechanic this past week, has to work tomorrow.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: The patient is in mild distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: 3+ tenderness to the right tragus, moderate pain. 2+ tenderness to right temporomandibular joint without painful mastication. 2+ tenderness to the right infra-auricular lymph nodes. Chest/Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.

FINAL DIAGNOSIS: Right otitis media with concern for cyst right external auditory canal not visualized.
PLAN: Because of moderate pain and request, the patient was given injection of dexamethasone and a prescription for amoxicillin plus Cortisporin Otic. Advised to leave drops in ear for 5-10 minutes every few hours initially and to take NSAIDs and Tylenol; I also gave him Tylenol No. 4 to take q.4-6h. for severe pain. Advised to see ENT for followup and here if necessary.
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
