Linda Lewek was seen in the office recently for followup of previous thyroid disorder.

Past history is significant for postoperative hypothyroidism and Hashimoto’s thyroiditis. She also has hypertension.

Current Medications: Synthroid 0.1 mg 8.5 pills per week and losartan 50 mg daily.

More recently, she has had no symptoms suggestive of hypothyroidism.

General review is unremarkable for 12 systems evaluated.

On examination, blood pressure 120/70. Heart sounds are normal. Lungs were clear. The neck examination was intact.

Recent Thyroid Function Test: Free T4 1.15, free T3 3.2 and TSH 0.8, all in the normal range.

IMPRESSION: Hypothyroidism secondary to Hashimoto’s thyroiditis with post thyroidectomy. Overall, her thyroid function tests are in a good range and indicates that her current dosage of thyroid hormone is appropriate.

I have asked her to continue on levothyroxine 0.1 mg, 8.5 pills per week and followup visit in October 2025.
