HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 69-year-old gentleman originally from New York. He has done numerous jobs in the past including working for Chevron and Texaco for 40 years.
He has significant amount of pain in his low back, arm area and leg area on the left side where he has been injured; he was injured at one time in a car accident and had to have exploratory laparotomy and thoracotomy at that time.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: He has right-sided below-the-knee amputation among other surgeries related to peripheral vascular disease.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Include Norco and Soma, which he is in need of at this time because he has not been getting that on regular basis.

ALLERGIES: None.

VACCINATION: Nothing is known about vaccination.

FAMILY HISTORY: Hypertension, coronary artery disease, stroke, and aneurysm.

SOCIAL HISTORY: He lives alone. He has seven children; five girls, two boys and of course he is widowed at this time.
He has extensive history of smoking and drinking alcohol, but it is hard for him to go get a drink, he states, unless someone offers it to him.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: The patient’s O2 sat is 93%. Blood pressure 137/90. Pulse 104.

HEENT: Oral mucosa without any lesion.
NECK: No JVD.

LUNGS: Clear.

HEART: Regular rate and rhythm.

ABDOMEN: Soft.

EXTREMITIES: Right below-the-knee amputation noted.
SKIN: No rash.
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ASSESSMENT/PLAN: This is a 69-year-old gentleman with peripheral vascular disease, COPD, debilitation, chronic pain requiring pain medication at this time, referred to his primary care physician. Review of the hospital records is pending and regarding need for palliative and hospice care in future.
He definitely does need to quit smoking and we have discussed this today at length.
