HPI: A 100-year-old with a history of osteopenia/osteoporosis who receives q. 6 month Prolia injections. Family wanted to continue this for the patient feeling that she has received benefit from it and we are able to get labs drawn through her previous endocrinologist and the order for her Prolia which is based on height and weight. The medication is being sent from the Central Pharmacy. The patient’s son Dave Schrader who lives locally will be who the Prolia is sent to and when he receives it, he will bring it to the facility so that it can be administered to his mother. Prolia will come in an ice pack and have the needle and syringe with it for injection. I told him that when it comes and we are made aware that there will be a nurse available for injection. He is appreciative of us doing this service for his mother and acknowledges that it has been somewhat of a challenge to obtain it much less now wondering when it arrives to be administered as her endocrinologist moved to Texas since all of this has been done long distance and likely will not be done again next year.
ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Osteoporosis. Prolia order has been placed and there is a tracking number available that shows that it is en route, but not anything more specific. The patient’s son and co-POA Dave Schrader will be contacted when it is in this area and he will pick it up from the facility, take it home until it is time to be administered and I have spoken to a nurse who will be available to do that.
