CC: Behavioral issues.

HPI: An 88-year-old gentleman who has severe vascular dementia, behavioral issues while some continue are much less than he has had in the past. The patient has behavioral modifying medications which appear to be of benefit without excess sedation. Today, we have stair-stepped giving him medication to temper his agitation or care resistance and it has been successful. The patient is observed today sitting in the day room. I have observed the patient sitting within a group setting doing an activity or watching a program and he appears comfortable. He does not appear antsy or agitated. He has had no recent falls. His daughter still checks in on him less so than previously. He has severe vascular dementia which at this point appears stable.

DIAGNOSES: Severe vascular dementia, BPSD in the form of being fidgety, resistant to care or direction, lower extremity edema which has decreased, and decrease in his overall agitation both in the extent of it and how long it will last.

MEDICATIONS: Tylenol ES 1 g p.o. q.a.m. and 7 p.m. in liquid form, Seroquel 100 mg at h.s. and 50 mg at one p.m., Tums gummies 500 mg b.i.d., Ativan 0.5 mg premed before bath, Norco 5/325 mg one-half tablet at 9 p.m., atenolol 25 mg q.d., and Claritin D one p.o. q.d.

MEDICATIONS: Tylenol ES 1000 mg b.i.d., atenolol 25 mg q.d., calcium chews 500 mg b.i.d., Zyrtec 10 mg q.d., Remeron 7.5 mg q.d., Seroquel 100 mg h.s. and 50 mg at 1 p.m., and torsemide 20 mg q.d.
ALLERGIES: NKDA.

DIET: Regular with sit-up and feed assist as needed, finger foods.
CODE STATUS: DNR.

HOSPICE: Traditions.
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PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Frail elderly gentleman who is seen walking quietly and randomly and then later just sitting in the day room with a blank expression, staring at the television.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 138/72, pulse 77, temperature 98.1, respirations 19, and we will follow up with weight.

HEENT: He has full thickness hair. EOMI. PERRLA. Nares patent. Moist oral mucosa. He has native dentition.

RESPIRATORY: He does not cooperate with deep inspiration, but lung fields are clear. He has no cough. No evident SOB with activity. 
CARDIOVASCULAR: He has an irregular rhythm at a regular rate without murmur, rub, or gallop. PMI is nondisplaced.
ABDOMEN: Scaphoid. Bowel sounds are present. No distention or tenderness. 

NEURO: Oriented x 1. He will respond to his name. He will make eye contact, but not necessarily speak. Affect is generally somewhat blunted.

SKIN: Warm, dry and intact. Fair turgor. He has a few resolving bruises and small skin tear that is healing. 

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Severe vascular dementia appears stable at this point in time. The patient is appearing to be more calmer for prolonged periods of time. Recently, he has been agitated and ABH gel has been used with benefit and not excessive sedation. He can be given direction. He is comfortable sitting with certain staff members and will do so when he seems overwhelmed by what else is going on around him. 
2. Severe vascular dementia, stable at this point in time. He does have some medication as needed and ABH gel is used on a p.r.n. basis. I will elaborate on that a little bit. 
3. Pain management adequate with Tylenol at this point in time, continue.

4. Seasonal allergies. His runny nose is controlled with Zyrtec and we will continue with that.
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
