SYMPTOMS: He feels fine. No complaints.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: History of diabetes for last 25 years, history of hypertension, and mild renal insufficiency.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: He on carvedilol 12.5 mg daily, Farxiga 5 mg daily, and Lantus 20 units. He also takes short acting insulin on p.r.n. basis, lisinopril 20 mg daily, metformin 1000 mg twice daily, and pravastatin 20 mg daily.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

Vital Signs: Height 5 feet 7 inches tall, weighing 145 pounds, and blood pressure 120/80.
Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular. No murmur.

Abdomen: Soft. Bowel sounds active.

Extremities: No edema.

DIAGNOSES:

1. Diabetes mellitus reasonably well controlled.

2. Hypertension well controlled.

3. Mild renal insufficiency.
