The patient presents with cough, sore throat, and congestion for seven days, still with bad cough.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: See chart.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Within normal limits.
FAMILY HISTORY: Within normal limits.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Slight erythema of the pharynx. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Scattered rhonchi. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.

DIAGNOSES: Bronchitis with influenza non-A/B.

PLAN: The patient had a chest x-ray with some scarring without definite infiltrates. The patient requested Rocephin 500 mg and dexamethasone 10 mg with Medrol, Z-PAK and DM. To follow up with PCP, cardiologist.
