Followup abscess on neck. He has had I&D two days ago with packing, history of I&D x2 last several months ago.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: See chart.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: History of obesity with 5-pound weight loss past year, trying to watch diet, history of increased blood pressure with history of hypertensive cardiovascular disease. He states blood pressure has been low, 150/95, elevated today.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: With ______. Dressing removed with packing present, removed packing without evidence of residual exudate of cyst.
IMPRESSION: Followup cyst on neck, elevated blood pressure with high lipid disease with questionable control.
PLAN: The patient’s drain was removed. Advised to continue topical care, continue local care, to monitor blood pressure and increase medications if necessary with elevated blood pressure that he states okay at home. Continue diet and exercise, try and lose weight, watch the exercises and follow up as needed.
