The patient presents for followup workmen’s compensation injury, still with some pain in the left knee, irritation with swelling, described some swelling of the incision site. She has had recent laparoscopy as before with followup in four weeks, given questionable antibiotics, to follow up with specialist next month. Describing still with lower back pain off and on. She states it was more painful yesterday and last night, today with increased discomfort, again continuing to get physical therapy with treatment of knee four times a week.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: See clinic note.
SOCIAL HISTORY: She is not working since March and light duty before.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: Painful range of motion slight to left knee with inflammation at laparoscopic site without purulence or cellulitis.

IMPRESSION: Followup workmen’s injury with continued pain left knee, was improved since repeat laparoscopic exam by Dr. Smith at The Woodlands Sports Medical Clinic with reinterpretation of MRI. Also, has had MRI of back few months ago without evaluation by specialist, referred before, but not carried out.
PLAN: The patient is advised to follow up with Dr. Smith for evaluation of knee. Continue physical therapy. We will refer to back specialist Dr. Strausser in the same clinic. Follow up in one month.
FINAL DIAGNOSES: Complicated left knee injury, low back injury, and other injuries as before.
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
