CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient presents with injury third proximal interphalangeal joint of third finger left hand. He states injury one month ago with pain, seen HCA, referred to Kingwood with nausea on antibiotics x 2 days, with open exploration and closure by hand specialist there with increased pain. He has been taking medication for the past two days.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Extremities: Tenderness to the left PIP joint dorsally. Remainder of extremities exam including wrist, forearm, shoulder, neurovascular and tendons all within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly.

DIAGNOSIS: Reevaluation left third finger with infection.

PLAN: Because of the lesion, culture and sensitivity obtained, to return in one month. Given prescription for Bactrim and doxycycline. The patient is referred to hand surgery, wants to see a different doctor than before and states he does not want to see hand surgeon seen before in Kingwood. We will refer to a different hand surgeon with followup as before in one month.
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
