The patient presents with history of hurting her right ear cleaning with Q-tip with pain and blood using a Q-tip.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: History of diabetes type II, hypertension, questionable coronary artery disease, and high lipid disease.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Bright red blood right external auditory canal with questionable injury to tympanic membrane with ossicles not visualized.

IMPRESSION: Injury, right external auditory canal, questionable tympanic membrane injury.

PLAN: The patient was advised not to get water in her right ear. Given prescription for Ciprodex. To follow up with PCP with recommended referral to ENT for further evaluation. To follow up here if needed.
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
