Thank you for this referral.

This 45-year-old female used to smoke one pack per week for about 15 years but she quit 10 years ago. Alcohol socially in the past, but no more. Denies any drug allergies.

She is here because she has history of chronic ITP diagnosed few years ago. The patient had COVID in September 2024, she started vaginal bleeding. Platelet count then showed up at 70 on routine CBC. The patient then was treated with steroid and at that time bone marrow aspiration and biopsy was also done. Subsequently, an ultrasound for this uterine bleed showed a lesion in the uterus, biopsy of which showed it to be a malignant so the patient had hysterectomy on January 29, 2025 in LSU Hospital and her hematologist during that period was Dr. Stephanie Fussell.

In any case, the patient did not continue taking steroids. Her platelet count hovered around 40 to 70.000. Currently, she complains of no energy. She has joint pain and pain all over the body. Recently, she tripped and she said she tore patellar tendon now she is undergoing physical therapy for that they recommended conservative therapy.

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PAST MEDICAL/SURGICAL HISTORY: Includes history of hypertension and history of anxiety. She is on valsartan with hydrochlorothiazide 350/12.5 mg daily, amlodipine 2.5 mg daily, and propranolol 10 mg daily on p.r.n. basis for anxiety. Her past medical history also includes positive ANA. She suspected to have lupus and she is seeing rheumatologist. She also says she may have fibromyalgia rheumatica.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: She is 45-year-old.

Vital Signs: Height 5 feet 3 inches tall, weighing 189 pounds, and blood pressure 154/93.

Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck.

Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft and obese.

Extremities: No edema.

DIAGNOSES:
1. History of thrombocytopenia.

2. History of uterine cancer.

3. Hypertension.

4. History of positive ANA and the patient think she has fibromyalgia.

RECOMMENDATIONS: We will try to get the records from her gynecologist who did hysterectomy for uterine cancer and also from her hematologist who did the bone marrow aspiration biopsy. We will also send her to lab to check recent CBC.

Once available, we can make further recommendations.
