Dear Sister Macht: 

This is a followup for Mr. Kirby with chronic kidney disease, history of calcium oxalate stones and right-sided hydronephrosis, and prior stent and removal.  Last visit in March.  He smokes one pack per day.  Chronic cough.  No purulent material or hemoptysis.  No oxygen or inhalers.  No orthopnea or PND.  No abdominal back pain or urinary symptoms.  Extensive review of systems otherwise is negative.

Medications:  Present medications blood pressure labetalol.  Cholesterol management.

Physical Examination:  Weight is stable.  Lungs are clear.  No arrhythmia.  No abdominal back tenderness.  No edema.  Nonfocal.  Blood pressure by nurse 137/76.
Labs:  Chemistries creatinine at 2.4 the same as in January, but higher than before.  Present GFR 27 stage IV.  Mild metabolic acidosis.  Normal sodium and potassium.  Normal nutrition, calcium and phosphorus.  No gross anemia.  Elevated PTH.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IV.  Prior right-sided hydronephrosis from kidney stones, clinically stable, not symptomatic.  No progression.  No dialysis.  No need for EPO treatment.  No need for bicarbonate replacement.  No need for phosphorus binders.  No need for vitamin D125.  Monitor blood pressure at home.  Continue beta-blocker and alpha blocker.  Chemistries on a regular basis.  Come back in six months.
All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
