CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of left eye, right eye, sensitive to light, acid reflux and heartburn.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that she has increased pain in the right and left eye for the last four or five days and she was seen by ophthalmologist and found to have cataracts. Now she is feeling better.

The patient stated that she has glare in the vision. This is cleared up now.
The patient has heartburn and acid reflux and lately she has been on a strict diet and still she got the heartburn and she is scheduled to see a gastroenterologist. The patient denied any nausea or vomiting and there was no change in the bowel habits or stool color.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied severe headache, double vision, chest pain, short of breath, nausea, vomiting, diarrhea, focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities, or snoring.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for vitamin D deficiency and she is on vitamin D3 supplement 5000 units once a day.
The patient has a history of gastritis and she was on famotidine 20 mg once a day and she stopped taking two weeks ago.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient is married, lives with her husband and children. The patient does all the *________* work.  No history of smoking cigarettes.
OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Examination reveals minimal tenderness of the orbits bilaterally without any dizziness and the patient was using the eye drops prescribed by ophthalmologist.

The patient has heartburn and also acid reflux and she is going to be restarted on omeprazole 20 mg one tablet twice a day along with bland diet.
