CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient presents with an episode of today getting up after using the bathroom with dizziness and vision loss for one or two minutes with faint feeling, okay now, did not lose consciousness, without residual. Denies history of stress or other problems. Currently, playing football, 13-year-old student.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Uneventful.
SOCIAL/FAMILY HISTORY: She is having football practice as above, not today.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.

FINAL DIAGNOSIS: Syncope spell, probably secondary to orthostatic hypotension.

PLAN: Because of near syncope spell with some vision loss, the patient had an EKG, ultrasound of heart and carotids and with STAT blood sugar, all of which were normal. To follow up with pediatrician as needed and here if necessary with followup with ophthalmologist if continues with any visual disturbance.
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
