CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today as a followup after emergency room visit.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he was walking with his grandson in the house and was also going fast. After that the patient felt short of breath and then he has difficulty breathing and he told his son to take him to the emergency room. In the emergency room they immediately started him on O2 by mask and he started improving. After that the patient received nebulizer treatment in the emergency room and after extensive workup done he was discharged home with albuterol. The patient had a chest x-ray which did not show any pneumonia. After that the patient stayed in the hospital and had a cardiac workup done and his cardiac stress test was unremarkable.
Now the patient feels better but still has mild cough and shortness of breath upon minimal exertion or activities of daily living. The patient denied any sputum production and he had no exposure to any serious illnesses.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, double vision, ear pain, swallowing difficulty, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities, or snoring.

The patient also stated that he had nasal congestion for the last few days.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for hypertension and he is on amlodipine 10 mg tablet once a day, losartan 100 mg once a day, and spironolactone 25 mg tablet once a day.

The patient has a history of hypercholesterolemia and he is on atorvastatin 20 mg once a day along with low-fat diet.

The patient is also on carvedilol 6.25 mg tablet twice a day and hydralazine 50 mg tablet three times a day for hypertension along with low-salt diet.
The patient has a history of severe back pain and he is on tramadol 50 mg once a day as needed.
SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient lives with his grandchildren and he worked as handyman. The patient is not smoking for the past 8 to 10 days.
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OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Examination reveals right-sided nasal congestion without any discharge.

NECK: Supple without any lymph node enlargement.

LUNGS: Minimal expiratory wheezing.
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.

ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.

NEUROLOGIC: Examination is intact and the patient is able to ambulate without any assistance.
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
