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CHIEF COMPLAINT

Stroke history.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS
The patient is a 61-year-old female, with history of stroke.  The patient has bilateral facial numbness since June 25, 2024.  The patient has numbness in the tongue.  The patient denies any hemiparesis or hemibody sensory changes. The patient was evaluated at Stanford ValleyCare Medical Center.  The patient tells me that everything checked out according to the patient.  They had extensive workup for her over there.  The patient tells me her numbness improved.  Currently, her numbness has significantly improved.

A CT scan done in June 25, 2024, it shows a right small striatocapsular infarct.

IMPRESSION
1. Stroke.  The CT scan on June 25, 2024 shows a small right striatocapsular infarct.

2. Left facial sensation numbness.  Her numbness symptoms has improved.

RECOMMENDATIONS
1. Explained to the patient of the above diagnoses.

2. Recommend the patient to start taking aspirin 81 mg one p.o. q.d. to prevent stroke.  Also explained to the patient that she needed to make sure her blood pressure is in normal range.  Recommended the patient followup with the primary care doctor to make sure the blood pressure is in normal range.

3. Also recommend the patient to start statin medication for cholesterol.

4. I will also obtain a brain MRI to evaluate for stroke.

5. Also explained to the patient common signs and symptoms for an acute stroke, which included hemiparesis, hemibody sensory changes, appropriate dysarthria, and dysphagia.  Explained to the patient to go to the nearest emergency room if she develops any of those signs and symptoms.
