Dear Dr. Roberta:
This is a followup for Mr. Fabiano with heart transplant.  Last visit in January.  Denies hospital admission.  Compliant with his transplant medications.  Doing physical therapy.  Chronic dyspnea.  Uses oxygen at home 2 to 3 liters at night and as needed during daytime.  He blames this to COVID.  Follows Cleveland Clinic once a year.  Stable imaging and prior right-sided heart catheterization apparently normal.  Stable edema.
Review of Systems:  Done being negative.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I want to highlight the tacro, CellCept, on beta-blockers and rarely takes diuretic.  Enjoying summertime at the lake.
Physical Examination:  Weight 241 stable overtime.  Decreased breath sounds on the right-sided, but otherwise bilateral no rales or wheezes.  No pericardial rub.  Obesity of the abdomen.  No ascites.  Minimal edema.  Nonfocal.
Labs:  Chemistries in June, normal kidney function.  Normal albumin, calcium and magnesium.  Normal vitamin D25.  Normal PTH.  They did not do electrolytes.  Previously potassium upper side.  Normal sodium and acid base.  No anemia.
Assessment and Plan:  Heart transplant clinically stable on immunosuppressants.  At this moment no evidence for abnormalities of kidney function.  He has received treatment for osteoporosis.  Calcium, phosphorus and vitamin D appear normal.  Respiratory failure on oxygen, clinically stable.  All labs stable.  Come back in a year.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
