Dear Sarah:
This is a followup for Catherine with chronic kidney disease, diabetic nephropathy and hypertension.  Last visit in February.  She has been followed with hematology for anemia and neutropenia.  CT scan shows bilateral renal cysts question a lesion 7 mm.  Ultrasound following this do not show the 7 mm lesions, does have the bilateral simple cysts without obstruction or urinary retention.  Taking Ozempic.  Minor gastrointestinal symptoms.  Worsening reflux.  Some weight loss.  No blood, melena or vomiting.
Review of Systems:  Other review of system appears negative.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I am going to highlight Avapro, vitamin D125, beta-blockers, Norvasc, Farxiga, hydralazine, insulin Lantus, Januvia and Ozempic.
Physical Examination:  Present weight 162 at some point she was 184 and blood pressure 136/70 on the right-sided.  Lungs clear.  No respiratory distress.  No arrhythmia.  Overweight of the abdomen.  No tenderness.  No gross edema.
Labs:  Chemistries in June, creatinine 2.47 still close to baseline and GFR 22 stage IV.  Labs review.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IV slowly progressive overtime.  No indication for dialysis.  No symptoms of uremia, encephalopathy or pericarditis.  Tolerating ARB Avapro.  Normal nutrition and calcium.  No need for phosphorus binders.  Normal electrolytes and acid base.  No problems of potassium or bicarbonate replacement.  On vitamin D125 for secondary hyperparathyroidism.  Blood pressure in the office appears to be well controlled.  Bilateral simple cysts question hypodense 7 mm abnormality.  She could do an MRI that she at this moment declines.  An ultrasound could be done 6 months to a year from the renal standpoint.  Come back in six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
