Dear Mrs. Hyatt:

This is a followup for Mr. Marshall with chronic kidney disease.  Last visit in January.  No hospital visit.  Parkinson disease on physical therapy.  Presently no wheelchair.  No walker.  Remains unstable, but no falls.  Comes accompanied with family member.
Review of Systems:  I did an extensive review of system being negative.  He is still drinking alcohol, but no smoking.
Medications:  Notice the carbidopa levodopa as well as entacapone and low dose lisinopril.
Physical Examination:  Weight 204 and blood pressure 120/72 right-sided.  Negative physical exam except for Parkinson.  No tremor at rest.  However, some degree of rigidity.  Mask faces.  Slow verbal output.
Labs:  Chemistries in June, creatinine 1.5, which is baseline and GFR 48 stage III.  Minor metabolic acidosis.  Normal sodium, potassium, nutrition, calcium and phosphorus.  Low platelet count.  Stable anemia 11.5.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage III clinically stable.  No progression.  No activity in the urine for blood, protein or cells.  No urinary retention or obstruction.  Avoiding antiinflammatory agents.  Tolerating ACE inhibitors.  Blood pressure well controlled.  There has been no need to change diet for potassium.  No bicarbonate.  No phosphorus binders.  No EPO treatment.  Chronically low platelets, which is mild without active bleeding.  Continue follow up with you and neurology for Parkinson.  Come back in six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
