A 61-year-old gentleman under hospice with history of protein-calorie malnutrition. He initially had lost 30 pounds. He tells me his appetite has been stable. His MAC is at 25 which is down 3 cm from previously. His blood pressure is controlled. He is ADL dependent. He has increased confusion. Also, he has a positive HIV which has been treated with Biktarvy.

He was recently seen by his HIV physician who did a chest x-ray for followup of his HIV and found that he has lung cancer. He is contemplating whether or not he should seek treatment for this. Given his current status, I am not sure if he is a candidate for chemo or radiation therapy, but this has to come from an oncologist. For this reason, he has an appointment with an oncologist coming up soon. Again, his KPS is at 40%. His MAC is at 25 with a drop of 3 cm. He continues to have off and on chronic diarrhea, sleeping about 12 hours a day. He now has some shortness of breath and cough related to his recent diagnosis of lung cancer. KPS is at 40%, ADL dependency, bowel and bladder incontinent as before. His blood pressure is also elevated at 193/110. He states that he is having more pain. He has never had any blood pressure issues he states especially since he lost so much weight; this was related to the DON and the blood pressure medication will be initiated and further evaluation by the nurse on regular basis to follow his blood pressure. We will follow with the patient regarding his decision for treatment of his lung cancer as well. His other morbidities include colon cancer, neuropathy, positive HIV, low CD4 count, and hyperlipidemia.
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
