A 71-year-old gentleman currently on hospice with history of end-stage liver disease related to alcohol. He has cirrhosis of the liver. He has ascites. He is doing much better back on his lactulose. He is much less confused. His blood pressure is much better. His pain is controlled except for his abdominal pain. He does have a large ventral/umbilical hernia that has a tendency to become very painful. It is reducible today, but he has bouts of obstruction off and on. There is no sign of incarceration and/or strangulation at this time.

He did see a surgeon unrelated to his liver disease and he was told that he might be candidate for surgery, but he needs to check his liver and make sure that he can stand the surgery to fix his umbilical hernia especially since he has bouts of obstruction.

He also suffers from high ammonia level, off his lactulose, which is improved. He has pancreatic insufficiency related to his liver disease and alcohol problems. He has chronic abdominal pain, migraine headaches and anxiety. He does wear a diaper because he is bowel and bladder incontinent. He has a provider that stays with him most of the time. He has some ADL dependency, difficulty walking and high risk of fall. His blood pressure was 136/93. O2 sat 97%. His MAC was 30.5. He was recently moved from his RV to a house with his caretaker which is actually much better situation for him to live in at this time. KPS is at 40%. His condition as far as his liver is concerned is stable at this time especially with the help of lactulose on board.
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
