HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 59-year-old gentleman fell from a ladder at home. He did not lose consciousness. He comes in today with complaints of leg pain, arm pain, musculoskeletal pain in general.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Hypertension, heart problems; has three stents in place.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Tonsillectomy.
MEDICATIONS: Plavix, aspirin, lisinopril, and another medication.
SOCIAL HISTORY: No smoking. No drinking alcohol.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert. He is awake. He is in no distress.
VITAL SIGNS: Weight 259 pounds. O2 sats 97%, temperature 97.9, respirations 17, pulse 64, and blood pressure 108/62.
NECK: No JVD.
LUNGS: Few rhonchi.
HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.
ABDOMEN: Soft.
SKIN: No rash.

BACK: There is tenderness noted over the low back region.
EXTREMITIES: There is slight bruising about the upper extremity and lower extremity, excellent range of motion.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Musculoskeletal pain.
2. Motrin 800 mg.
3. Ice first 24 hours.

4. Moist heat after that.

5. Because the patient is on Plavix, I would like the patient to go to the emergency room, get a CT of the head even though there is no neurological issues, problems or symptoms, but he wants to hold off at this time. We will discuss this at length before leaving.
6. No chest pain. No shortness of breath noted.

7. The patient did not have a syncopal episode at the time of his fall.
