Dear Sirs at Saginaw VA:

This is a followup for Mr. Keehn with chronic kidney disease, diabetes and hypertension.  Last visit in January.  No hospital visit.  Stable weight and appetite.  Denies vomiting or dysphagia.  No gastrointestinal bleeding.  No urinary symptoms.  No edema or claudication.  No chest pain, palpitation or syncope.  CPAP machine at night, occasionally oxygen 2 to 3 liters at night.  No purulent material or hemoptysis.  Stable dyspnea.
Review of Systems:  Done.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I am going to highlight Eliquis, losartan, Aldactone, potassium, Ozempic and Farxiga.
Physical Examination:  Present weight 207 and blood pressure nurse 101/63.  Obesity.  No respiratory distress.  Normal speech.  Respiratory and cardiovascular normal.  No major edema.  Nonfocal.
Labs:  Chemistries, he mentioned blood test few weeks ago, which is not available to me.  Previously he has GFR 40.  Mild anemia.  Normal electrolytes, acid base, nutrition, calcium and phosphorus.  Minimal proteinuria.  PTH not elevated.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage III, diabetic nephropathy and low level proteinuria.  No nephrotic syndrome.  Blood pressure in the low side, but not symptomatic.  We will try to see what labs were done at the VA.  Whatever there is missing we will update it.  Continue losartan, Aldactone and potassium.  Presently not on diuretics.  Denies gastrointestinal bleeding.  Aggressive diabetes management.  Clinically no symptoms of uremia, encephalopathy or pericarditis.  Come back in six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
