Ms. Coleman is an 85-year-old woman currently on hospice with history of atherosclerotic heart disease.

She has taken a turn for worse and beginning to transition in the past week or so.

She has had almost nothing to eat, her daughter, Tiffany, tells me; of course, she is total ADL dependent. She has lost tremendous amount of weight, found to be in a contracture state/fetal position. She is bowel and bladder incontinent. Her MAC is at 16 cm; once again, she has not had anything to eat or drink except for sips of liquid here and there. She requires heavy amount of pain medication because she appears to be very comfortable and in severe pain. She was found to be tachycardic at a heart rate of 120. The family has made all funeral arrangements and they know who to call when the patient passes. O2 sats still hovering around 93 to 94%. She has a history of hypertension and atherosclerotic heart disease as I mentioned is the reason for hospice placement. The patient has not had any bowel movements obviously because she has not been eating. Daughter gets up every two hours to give her pain medication because she is in so much pain. Medications include oxycodone, lorazepam, and morphine at this time. She has also developed two large decubitus ulcers 4 to 5 cm stage IV; one on her sacrum and one on her right hip. There appears to be bone involvement with most likely osteomyelitis present.

Given her change in her condition and her findings today, she most likely has just days to live; this was communicated with the daughter and they are aware of her grave prognosis and the family has made all arrangements for the patient to be kept comfortable till she passes away. KPS is at 30% at this time. MAC has dropped from 16 cm to 15.5 cm today. Continues to be total ADL dependent and wears diapers and once again not eating anything at this time at all.
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
