Dear Dr. Sarvepalli:
This is a followup for Mr. Hadley with chronic kidney disease, heart problems, aortic valves and watchman atrial fibrillation.  Comes accompanied with wife.  Last visit in March.  No hospital visit.  Obesity.  Uses a cane.  Chronic edema worse on the right.  Recent ulcerations healing.  Using pump right lower extremity.  Doing low sodium.  Denies vomiting or dysphagia.  There is constipation, no bleeding.  Has chronic incontinence, urgency on Flomax.  No infection, cloudiness or blood.  Denies chest pain, palpitation or increase of dyspnea.  No oxygen or CPAP machine.  No orthopnea or PND.  Follows cardiology Dr. Maander.  It is my understanding echo is normal I do not have it to review.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I want to highlight beta-blockers, hydralazine, cholesterol on Repatha.  He is on narcotics, antipsychotics and anti-seizures.
Physical Examination:  His demeanor is very quiet.  Wife does most of the talking.  No gross tremors.  Few crackles on the right base, clear on the left.  No pericardial rub.  There is obesity of the abdomen.  Bilateral 4+ edema.  He is tall and large obese person.
Labs:  Chemistries from July, creatinine 2.0, which is baseline and GFR 33 stage IIIB.  Normal sodium and potassium.  Mild metabolic alkalosis.  Normal nutrition, calcium and phosphorus.  Anemia 10.2.  Normal white blood cell and platelets.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IIIB stable overtime.  No progression.  No dialysis, not symptomatic.  There has been no need for phosphorus binders.  Present potassium is stable.  No need for EPO treatment.  Chemistries in a regular basis.  Blood pressure in the upper side in the hospital, at home improved.  He has a number of medical comorbidities that are being followed by yourself including antidepressants, narcotics, antipsychotics and anti-seizure medications.  Come back in six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
