Dear Mr. Goike:
This is a followup for Mr. Kelley with chronic kidney disease and hypertension.  Last visit in May.  Comes accompanied with wife.  Blood pressure at home fluctuates in the 120s-140s/80s and 90s.  It is not really clear what medications he is taking.  He believes he is doing amlodipine 5, my records is 10 mg. Apparently off lisinopril.  He is not sure about it, taking Lasix?  He denies any change of weight, appetite, nausea or vomiting.  No dysphagia, diarrhea or bleeding.  No changes in urination.  No edema or claudication.  No chest pain or palpitation. Minor dyspnea, which is chronic.  Has tracheal stoma already five years from laryngeal surgery or cancer without recurrence.  Some sputum production but no hemoptysis.  No pneumonia.  No fever.
Review of Systems:  Otherwise is negative.
Medications:  He is on vitamin D125 and narcotics.  No antiinflammatory agents.  Thyroid replacement.
Physical Examination:  Present weight 211 and blood pressure by nurse 144/93.  Lungs are clear.  No pleural effusion.  No wheezing.  No pericardial rub or gallop.  No arrhythmia.  No ascites or tenderness.  No edema.  Nonfocal.
Labs:  Chemistries from July, creatinine 1.8 representing a GFR 42 stage IIIB stable overtime.  Normal sodium.  Potassium in the low side.  Normal acid base.  Normal albumin, magnesium, calcium and phosphorus.  Anemia 11.8.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IIIB stable overtime.  No progression.  No symptoms.  No uremia.  No dialysis.  On vitamin D125 for secondary hyperparathyroidism.  Potassium in the low side, but not clear if he is on diuretic or not.  He denies diarrhea.  Normal acid base.  No need for bicarbonate.  No need for phosphorus binders.  Taking magnesium well replaced.  No need for EPO treatment.  Blood pressure in the office higher than we would like to see.  The patient and wife are going to do a new medication list and let me know for sure what medications for blood pressure he is taking and monitor blood pressure at home.  Chemistries in a regular basis.  Plan to see him back on the next 4 to 6 months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
