HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient was playing in the woods with his brothers and he cut his foot with a machete. He has had a recent tetanus shot within the last 18 months. The bleeding has stopped. Mother has cleaned the wound with alcohol at home. It is currently not bleeding and he got full range of motion of his toes.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
SOCIAL HISTORY: No reports of secondhand smoke exposure in the house.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL APPEARANCE: A very pleasant patient who is awake, alert and oriented x3, no acute distress noted.
EENT: Within normal limits.
NECK: Supple with no lymphadenopathy.
RESPIRATORY: Breath sounds clear.
CARDIOVASCULAR: Regular rate and rhythm.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.
SKIN: He does have one lesion on the left anterior foot approximately 5 cm long. No nerve or blood vessels are exposed or severed.
ASSESSMENT: Laceration 5 cm.
PLAN: We will staple the wound at this time and given an antibiotic and advised to come back in seven days to have sutures removed. Advised on daily wound cleaning. The patient is discharged in stable condition.
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
