CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of left finger injury at work and it is painful.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient came today with his wife stating that he started his work as a machine operator and he turned the machine on and then he sitting of the machine but his left hand finger caught up in the machine and he had a deep laceration. Machine was stopped and the patient was trying to lying down; however, he felt severe pain in the left fingers and he saw the blood crushing out. He called for the help and then paramedics are called in and the paramedics did the clean up and dressing and then he was taken to the Emergency Room at Adventist GlenOaks Medical Center. In the ER the patient had extensive workup done including MRI of the abdomen and pelvis.

The patient never had such incident in the past and he stayed few hours and the wound was repaired and dressing was applied. After that the patient stayed overnight at the hospital and was then released. The following day the patient has minimal pain and he was asked to continue wound care at home.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, chest pain, short of breath, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, or focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for valvular heart disease with *________* valve replacement.
ALLERGIES: None.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient is married, lives with his siblings. No history of alcohol use, substance abuse or smoking.
Upon physical examination, the patient is sitting on the table, not in any acute distress. He is elderly man with stable vital signs.
HEENT: Unremarkable.

NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement or lymph node enlargement.
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LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.

ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: Examination reveals vertical laceration of the left finger and has splint put on after the dressing and the patient has postop pain.

The patient is able to ambulate without any assistance.

I had a long discussion with the patient and his wife and all their questions are answered to their satisfaction and they verbalized full understanding.
Diet is low-fat and low-carb diet.
