The patient presents with congestion with pressure to face and forehead for the past four days, with some vertigo, with similar episode one and half weeks ago, with allergies, recently seeing ENT doctor in The Woodlands, getting allergy testing.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: History of hypertension 200/90 today off of medications. Describes history of chronic sinusitis with allergy testing to be done by ENT doctor.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Back: Within normal limits. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.

IMPRESSION: Chronic sinusitis with vertigo apparently secondary to sinusitis and history of hypertension.
PLAN: The patient is to be treated with Rocephin, doxycycline, with Medrol Dosepak and Biaxin, with over-the-counter Zyrtec and Advil. Follow up with ENT for allergy testing and further evaluation.
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
