Dear Carley:
This is a followup for Mr. Claybaugh with chronic kidney disease with biopsy-proven, hypertensive nephrosclerosis and a background of diabetic nephropathy.  Last visit in January.  Comes accompanied with daughter.  Multiple falls.  Uses a cane.  Stable weight and appetite.  Denies vomiting, dysphagia, diarrhea or bleeding.  No decrease in urination.  Stable memory issues.  No teeth.  No dentures.  He is still managing to eat.  Denies increase of dyspnea.  No chest pain or syncope.  The fall is from unsteadiness not from syncope.
Review of Systems:  Other review of system done being negative.  The patient admits not to following a restricted salt.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I will highlight the diuretics potassium, on Norvasc, nitrates, Coreg, on terazosin more for his prostate but for blood pressure and no hydralazine.
Physical Examination:  Present weight 182 and blood pressure by nurse 149/75.  He is very pleasant.  Normal speech.  No respiratory distress.  Lungs are normal.  Appears regular.  A minor systolic murmur.  No gross ascites, tenderness or masses.  2+ edema.  No involuntary movements.
Labs:  Chemistries in July, creatinine 2.05, which is baseline and GFR 33 stage IIIB.  Normal sodium, potassium and acid base.  Normal albumin and calcium.  Mild degree of anemia.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IIIB stable for the last seven years.  No symptoms.  No dialysis.  There has been no need for EPO treatment.  Tolerating diuretics and potassium.  No need for bicarbonate or phosphorus binders.  Continue present regimen.  Encourage to minimize salt intake.  Needs to be proactive avoiding falls, be more cautious.  Chemistries in a regular basis.  Plan to see him back in six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
