CC: Followup on facial lesions.
HPI: A 72-year-old female with a history of rosacea who was using b.i.d. metronidazole gel and had been doing for almost a year, had then an outbreak on her face of maculopapular rash that was warm and tender to touch. Stopped the metronidazole, had applied daily for 10 days TCM cream and the rash resolved. She recently restarted on the metronidazole gel and looking at her face today I can see the start again of what was just treated. She has like the subQ vesicles that are tender and splotchy red areas and I told her that we probably needed to stop the metronidazole altogether and go back to using the TCM cream until the current symptoms are resolved and then see if she can go without using the metronidazole gel. She is willing to do that. It was just that the med aide started giving her the medication and applying it, she states she did not know what to do, so I am clarifying that today. She was happy to have something said about it because she is conscious of it.
ASSESSMENT & PLAN: History of rosacea. I am holding the metronidazole for two weeks due to a recurrence of a rash with its use and to treat the rash with a thin layer of triamcinolone cream to the skin to be done a.m. and h.s. for one week and then next week we will come to a decision about going forward.
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
