CC: Followup on conjunctivitis and left eye pain.

HPI: The patient is an 89-year-old female seen in apartment that she shares with her husband. She was well groomed seated on the couch next to him and sat quietly as he talked. About three weeks ago, the patient was treated for conjunctivitis with erythromycin ophthalmic ointment. She was treated for a week it got better but she remains with some residual pinkness on the medial aspect of her left eye and she states that her eyeball feels kind of sore. She denies any change in her visual acuity and no headache. Overall, she is sleeping good. Her appetite is good. When I asked her if she was drinking enough water she could not answer that but smiled, which I took as a no. I told her that we can try a different kind of ocular antibiotic and she would like to do that. Otherwise, she is feeling good. She comes out for a meal. She is always with her husband. She has a manual wheelchair that she can propel using her feet and arms, however. He does the work pushing her and she just sits there. I encouraged her to start doing some physical activity.

DIAGNOSES: Severe unspecified dementia with MMSE of 12, polyarthritis of both knees right greater than left, hypothyroid, GERD, HLD, allergic rhinitis, and HTN.

ALLERGIES: NITROFURANTOIN.

DIET: Regular with thin fluid.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 06/03 note.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Well groomed, alert female, pleasant, and voiced her need.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 118/67, pulse 72, temperature 97.5, respirations 18, O2 saturation 98%, and weight 155 pounds, which is a 5 pounds weight loss to patient’s benefit.
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HEENT: She wears corrective lenses. Her right eye the medial aspect there remains some redness with no evidence of drainage. Left eye is clear. Palpation around the right eye and she states there is a little bit of soreness to palpation of the upper lid.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: The patient is weightbearing. She is in a manual wheelchair that she can propel using her feet and arms if she will do it. She has bilateral lower extremity traced to +1 ankle edema.

NEURO: She is alert and oriented x2-3. Soft spoken but can voice her need. She understands what is said to her and she asked questions as appropriate.

CARDIAC: She has a regular rate and rhythm without murmur, rub, or gallop.

RESPIRATORY: Normal effort and rate. Clear lungs fields. No cough.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:

1. Status post treatment of bilateral conjunctivitis approximately two to three weeks ago with EES ophthalmic ointment. There has been much improvement but continues with some redness the medial aspect of her left eye. She states it feels a little tender if she touches it but no change in her visual acuity.

2. Conjunctivitis some residual redness and soreness of one eye. Xylocaine eye drops it will be one drop q.12h. while awake x2 days and then b.i.d. x2 days.
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
