CC: Chin abscess.
HPI: An 83-year-old female followed by Traditions Hospice. The hospice nurse contacted me on Monday afternoon that patient had a red firm and tender area around her chin area. The patient could not give any information she appeared uncomfortable when they were examining it and I then ordered Augmentin antibiotic, which patient continues on. I went into her room to see her today, she was lying in bed and quiet. She had her eye closed, but opened them. She is aphasic and did not try uttering or speaking. Her chin is more on the underside of it. There is a firm rounded area red in color. No central head it is firm to palpation and appears uncomfortable, but not painful to patient. Staff denies that there has been any drainage and she has been afebrile.
DIAGNOSES: Status post embolic CVA with severe sequelae of dysarthria, dysphagia and left side hemiparesis.
MEDICATIONS: Metoprolol 25 mg q.d., Voltaren gel to joints as needed b.i.d., Vimpat 50 mg one tab b.i.d., NaCl tabs 1 g b.i.d., Eliquis 2.5 mg b.i.d., Pepcid 20 mg q.d., Keppra solution 1000 mg (10 mL b.i.d.), levothyroxine 175 mcg q.d., metoprolol 25 mg b.i.d. and D3 1000 units q.d.
ALLERGIES: BEXTRA, TRIMETHOPRIM, NAPROXEN and SULFA.
DIET: Regular chop meat with gravy on the side.
CODE STATUS: DNR.
HOSPICE: Traditions.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: Frail chronically ill appearing female and lying quietly with eyes closed.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 146/84, pulse 75, temperature 97.0, respiration 20, O2 sat 96% and weight 122.8 pounds.
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HEENT: On the inner side of patient’s chin, there is a rounded protruding area that is dark pink. Firm to palpation. Slight warmth to touch. No evident drainage and appears to hurt when palpated, so that was limited. The patient makes brief eye contact. She does not talk. Her affect she looks a little confused.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: She has generalized decreased muscle mass and motor strength. Requires assistance for all mobility. She is not able to reposition herself. No edema.

ABDOMEN: Soft. Bowel sounds present without distention or tenderness.

RESPIRATORY: Decreased bibasilar breath sounds secondary to effort, but lung fields are clear both anterolaterally and posterior.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Chin abscess. She received 1 g of Rocephin IM and then Augmentin 875/125 mg was started at q. 8h on today she got her first dose and will continue for a week.
2. General care. I spoke with hospice staff regarding patient and the hospice nurses on top of her care and communicates with me about anything needed.
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
