SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: Mr. Dennis is a 69-year-old married Caucasian male living at 1353 N Terrace, Madison Heights, MI 48071. Indicated that there are number of things going on which is causing lot of issues, although, he is not taking on himself or getting stress. He described that right now he has so many financial stress like he has to fix the car, also the air condition gone bad. He has to put air condition. His brother developed pneumonia who is having lung problems and went to the treatment. He has been taking his medications and tried to control his emotion. The patient has been seeing every week with the therapist and it has been helping him a lot. He described there is no side effect of medication. He is eating good. Sleeping good. Does not feel depressed or suicidal. Currently on Depakote, divalproex 500 mg twice a day, Cymbalta 30 mg daily, bupropion 300 mg in the morning, and trazodone 50 mg daily. Risk, -benefit, and side effect are explained. A 30-day supply was ordered. The patient provided the consent and described medication is doing well and he is feeling very happy. I encouraged his consistency and achievement and also encouraged that he should work on his issues and discussion with his wife without taking too much stress on himself to which he agreed.

PLAN: A-30-day supply was ordered.

PROGNOSIS: Guarded.
