SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: Wendy is a 62-year-old married Caucasian female living at 8239 Toepher, Warren, MI 48089. Described that she has been doing good, sleeping good, and eating good. No suicidal thoughts. No mood swings. No anxiety or worried. She describes she feels more comfortable although she has been working hard to provide care to her husband who has been waiting for the surgery. She described she feels more relaxed, more calm, and not as tense as it was before. She is taking her medication that is Abilify 50 mg daily and Wellbutrin XL 300 mg daily. Her medication has been helping her and she wants to continue the same medication and need prescription. There was no involuntary movement or any symptoms of akathisia or restlessness.

ASSESSMENT: Bipolar mood disorder, symptomatically stable.

PLAN: The patient is on Abilify 15 mg at bedtime and Wellbutrin XL 300 mg daily. A 30-day medication was ordered. Followup appointment was given in 30 days. The patient has been supportive towards her husband and believes that both are helping each other and feeling more happy and comfortable.
