HISTORY: This is a 65-year-old gentleman here with pruritic rash.

The patient states this rash has been going on for about a month or two, has been using over-the-counter medication with no improvement. He states he has not changed soaps, lotion, perfumes, or detergent. He indicated that he has several dogs including those that sleep with him in his bed.
The patient stated he was seen at a local clinic and was given ivermectin and steroids and he stated those were not helpful.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: None.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Tonsillectomy and left knee surgery; he states he is not sure of what type of surgery he had.
MEDICATIONS: Over-the-counter cream and antipruritic medication.
ALLERGIES: CODEINE and PENICILLIN.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert, oriented, in mild distress.

VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation 98% at room air.

Blood pressure 145/84.
Pulse 104.

Respirations 18.

Temperature 97.0.

SKIN: Multiple papules diffusely distributed on his waistline, on his hand, in his web space. Burrows are present. There are some areas of excoriation. No bleeding. No fluctuance. No tenderness to palpation.

HEENT: Normal.
NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity. No meningeal signs.
RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress.
CARDIAC: No peripheral edema or cyanosis.

NEUROLOGIC: Alert and oriented x3. Cranial nerves II through X are normal. Motor and sensory functions are normal. Mood and affect are normal.
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ASSESSMENT:

1. Rash.
2. Scabies.

3. Pruritus.
PLAN: The patient was educated on scabies. He was given the following medications:

1. Permethrin 5% cream, apply from head to toe, leave for 8 to 14 hours, then shower.

2. Atarax 50 mg one p.o. at bedtime for 30 days #30.

Strongly encouraged to come back to the clinic if worse or go to the nearest emergency room if we are closed.
He was given the opportunity to ask questions, he states he has none.
