WORKMEN’S COMPENSATION NOTE

The patient is seen for followup workmen’s compensation head injury with negative CAT scan 06/20/25, released to return to work, but now complaining of burning pain, cervical spine posterolateral and inferior scalp. She states she was released. She has continued pain 9/10 with occasional trouble in sleeping. She states last year she did not refill last prescription Celebrex 200 mg, confused at work, with increased pain with heavy lifting and moving around a lot.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Uneventful.
SOCIAL HISTORY: She works at a high school.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Diffuse 2+ tenderness to parietal skull. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Back: Within normal limits. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.

IMPRESSION: Followup head injury with questionable concussion.
PLAN: Advised to return to work light duty, to follow up in one week. If symptoms continue, will need to be referred for neurological evaluation.
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
