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The patient tells me that he was involved in a traumatic brain injury.  It was in June 1972.  The patient was in the Vietnam War.  The patient tells me that he was in an air base.  They were under air attacks.  They were attacked by rockets.  The patient tells me that he was blown away by the rockets.  The shockwave caused him fall to the ground.  The patient hit the head.  He thinks he hits the back of the head.  The patient had immediate loss of consciousness.  The patient tells me that he was out consciousness for about one to two minutes.  The patient when he woke-up, the patient had severe head pain, confusion and disorientation.  However, the patient kept on fighting because they were under attack.  About 10 minutes later, there was another rockets directed to him.  The patient was blown away by the shockwave again.  The patient fell down again.  The patient hit the back of the head, and had another loss of consciousness on the ground.  The patient was out of consciousness for 2 to 5 minutes.  When he woke-up, the patient had severe headache, confusion, and disorientation.  The patient kept on fighting.
Since the event, the patient had significant headache.  The patient has optic nerve damage.  The patient has visual problems, blurred vision from the optic nerve damage.  The patient gets disoriented very easily.  The patient has poor memory.  The patient has decreased thinking ability.  The patient has a slow thinking processing speed.  The patient also has anger issues.  The patient also gets anger very easily.  The patient also has diagnosis of PTSD.
The patient tells me that he was also exposed to agent Orange when he was in Vietnam.  The patient tells me that there was agent Orange everywhere.  He was in the battlefield.  He believes that the patient was exposed to agent Orange at the time.
The patient is currently working as an estimator for construction work.  The patient does estimation for construction work.  The patient tells me that his memory and headaches are significantly affecting his work. The patient tells me that he has to write down everything.  His memory is poor.  The patient will forget his task duties.  The patient also tells me that headaches are affecting his concentration.  The patient also thinking very slowly at work.  The patient also has disorientation at work.  The patient tells me that his optic nerves also affecting his vision.
It is my impression that the patient has sustained traumatic brain injury.  The patient was in Vietnam in the battlefield, in June 1972.  The patient was in an air base.  The patient was under air attack with rockets.  He tells me that he was blown away by rockets.  He fell down and had loss of consciousness.  He hit the head and had complete loss of consciousness.  This happened twice.  It was about 10 minutes apart.  When he woke-up, the patient has severe head pain, confusion, and disorientation.
Since the event, the patient has significant headache.  His memory is poor.  The patient has chronic headache.  He is not able to think as fast as previously.  The patient has difficulty with anger issues.  The patient gets anger very easily.  The patient is not able to concentrate and focus because of these symptoms.
It is my opinion that the patient has sustained traumatic brain injury.  The rocket explosions resulted him falling to the ground and hit the head and resulted in loss of consciousness, twice, on the same day in June 1972.  The patient has constant loss of consciousness followed by headache, confusion, and disorientation these are all common signs and symptoms for traumatic brain injury.  He is still having a lot of headaches, memory deficits, poor memory, concentration difficulties, and focus difficulties.  I believe that these are all common signs and symptoms for traumatic brain injury.
The patient tells me that he was also exposed to agent Orange.  It is unclear to me if agent Orange have any effects on his symptoms.  However, I believe that the traumatic brain injury is the main cause of causing him to have these symptoms that he is experiencing right now.  I cannot make a determination whether agent Orange causes symptoms.  I believe that his symptoms are mostly traumatic brain injury from the rocket explosions in June 1972  The patient tells me that he is unaware of any other chemical exposures while he was in Vietnam.  He thinks he is certain that he was exposed to agent Orange.
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
