HISTORY: This is a 19-year-old child here with left ear pain. The patient states this has been going on for approximately four days. He states prior to symptoms, he was swimming about a week ago or so and started to have slight pain, but it has gotten worse today. He states pain today is approximately 7/10 located only in his left ear, worse with touch.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

MEDICATIONS: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

ALLERGIES: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

FAMILY HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: All systems were reviewed and were negative.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert and oriented, in no acute distress.
VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation 98% at room air.

Blood pressure 116/37.

Pulse 69.

Respirations 18.

Temperature 97.2.

LEFT EAR: Erythematous and edematous external ear canal. Tragal tug is present. Tympanic membrane is dull, erythematous, poor light reflex, effusion is present; effusion appears purulent.
NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity. No meningeal signs.

RESPIRATORY: No respiratory distress. Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No use of accessory muscles.

CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm with no murmurs. No peripheral edema or cyanosis.

EXTREMITIES: Full range of motion of upper and lower extremities. No discomfort with range of motion. He bears weight well with no antalgic gait.

SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules, or papules. No vesicles or bullae.
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ASSESSMENT:
1. Left otitis externa acute.

2. Left otitis media acute.

3. Left ear pain.

PLAN: The patient was sent home with the following medications:

1. Cortisporin ear drops 3.5/10/10,000/mL, he will take three drops t.i.d. for 10 days.

2. Zithromax 250 mg two p.o. now, one p.o. daily until gone #6, no refill.

He was given the opportunities to ask questions and he states he has none.
