Dear Dr. Moon:

This is a followup for Mr. Bell with chronic kidney disease, hypertension and history of right-sided renal infarct.  Last visit was in January.  Denies emergency room hospital admission.  I did an extensive review of system.  Denies nausea, vomiting, dysphagia, diarrhea, bleeding or changes in urination.  No gross hematuria.  No infection.  Prior peripheral vascular disease procedures, presently not symptomatic or ulcers.  No claudication.  No chest pain or palpitation.   Stable dyspnea.  Uses oxygen at night.  No purulent material or hemoptysis.
Review of Systems:  Being negative.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  Noticed the Coumadin, cholesterol management, number of inhalers and blood pressure low dose of lisinopril.
Physical Examination:  Weight is stable 152 and blood pressure by nurse 115/67.  Distant breath sounds but clear.  No gross arrhythmia.  No pericardial rub.  No ascites or tenderness.  No gross edema.  Minor degree of Livedo around the knees bilateral.
Labs:  Chemistries in July, creatinine 1.8, which is baseline and GFR 36 stage IIIB.  Normal sodium.  Upper potassium.  There is metabolic acidosis with high chloride.  Normal albumin and calcium.  Liver function test not elevated.  No albumin in the urine.  No gross anemia.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IIIB appears stable.  No progression.  Not symptomatic.  No indication for dialysis associated to extensive atherosclerosis and prior documented right-sided renal infarct presently not active.  Remains on cholesterol treatment.  Tolerating ACE inhibitors.  Blood pressure in the office not elevated.  There is metabolic acidosis we requested bicarbonate replacement, he declines.  No activity in the urine.  No proteinuria.  Normal nutrition and calcium.  There has been no need for EPO treatment for anemia.  Phosphorus needs to be tested as part of chemistries.  Continue management of his underlying COPD.  He is a prior smoker, discontinued couple of years ago.  Chemistries in a regular basis.  We will see him back in six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
