Dear Scott:

This is a followup for Mr. Briggs with chronic kidney disease with biopsy findings of arteriolosclerosis probably from hypertension and diabetic nephropathy with areas of focal global glomerulosclerosis.  Last visit in January.  An episode of bronchitis treated with Z-PAK.  Did not require hospital admission.  No hemoptysis and no respiratory failure.
Review of Systems:  I did an extensive review of system being negative.
Present Medications:  Statins and thyroid replacement nothing for blood pressure.  No antiinflammatory agents.
Physical Examination:  Today weight 143 and blood pressure by nurse 140/84.  Lungs are clear.  No respiratory distress.  No arrhythmia.  No ascites, tenderness or masses.  No gross edema or focal deficits.
Labs:  Chemistries in July, anemia 11.3.  Normal white blood cell and platelets.  Creatinine is stable at 1.7 representing GFR 41 stage IIIB.  Normal sodium, potassium and acid base.  Normal nutrition and phosphorus.  Calcium in the low side.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IIIB in specific changes on biopsy secondary to diabetes and hypertension.  Anemia has not required EPO treatment.  No indication for dialysis.  No progression, not symptomatic.  Present electrolytes, potassium, acid base, calcium, phosphorus and nutrition acceptable.  Has not required any blood pressure medicine, but he needs to check it at home.  Chemistries in a regular basis.  Come back in six months.

All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
