The patient presented on 07/11/2025 and had all the tests back. She is a 44-year-old comes in for possible surgical clearance of the knee due to a meniscal tear. The significant medical histories include chronic anemia with hemoglobin of 10 and hematocrit of 30. She is asthmatic with COPD, diabetes, and osteoarthritis. She is highly allergic to shellfish. She suffers from osteoarthritis, diabetes, asthma, COPD, and chronic anemia. She does smoke half a pack of cigarettes a day and that is reflected on the chest x-ray. The chest x-ray shows minimal COPD. The electrocardiogram shows a normal sinus rhythm of 81 being normal. The hemoglobin and hematocrit of the CBC shows white count 7.2, hemoglobin of 10.6, hematocrit of 30, platelets of 363, and a normal CMP. The patient will be recommended for clearance. The patient is cleared and to stop aspirin or Plavix seven days before surgery.
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
