HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS

The patient tells me that she was involved in a traumatic brain injury.  It was in West Point Military Academy in 2017, the patient was in a boxing class.  The patient was punched directly onto the head.  Hit the left side of the head.  The patient had immediate headache.  The patient also had immediate confusion and disorientation.  “The patient was out of it”.  The patient became very emotional.  The patient continued to have severe head pain and feeling it emotional, disorientation for the next three months.  She was not feeling herself.  She did not lose consciousness, however, the patient had daily headaches, disorientation, and emotional for the next three months.
The second episode was in 2018.  The patient was in a boxing class again.  It was during practice.  Her partner hit her head directly onto the head.  The patient does not remember which side of the head.  The patient had immediate headache.  The patient had immediate disorientation and confusion.  The patient fell out of it.  The patient became very emotional for the next three months.  The patient did not lose consciousness.  However, the patient has symptoms for next three months with daily headaches, confusion, disorientation, and emotional.
Since the event, the patient had chronic headaches.  The patient has had headaches almost every day.  The patient had trouble looking at people.  The patient had trouble looking at people and things in the corner of her eyes visual fields.  The patient has difficulty to concentrate.  The patient has difficulty to focus.  The patient has significant difficulty looking at computer screens.  The patient gets disoriented very easily.
The patient is currently working for the Military.  The patient is working in logistics.  The patient looks at the computer a lot.  Her symptoms are significantly affecting her job.  Every time she looks at the computer screen, the patient has severe head pain and disorientation.  The patient has difficulty to focus and concentrating on her job.  The patient would have very light sensitivity to her eyes.
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
