CC: Assume care.
HPI: A 76-year-old gentleman is seen for initial visit today. He was seen in room lying in bed. He was alert and cooperative. The patient is able to give some information, but acknowledges when he does not remember.

DIAGNOSES: Advanced unspecified dementia, BPSD of delusions or hallucinations, DM II, and morbid obesity.

OTHER DIAGNOSES: CKD, chronic systolic CHF, major depressive disorder, hyperlipidemia, hypertension, BPH, GERD, and generalized debility.

MEDICATIONS: Lantus 30 units a.m. and h.s., NovoLog sliding scale q.a.c. and h.s., nystatin powder t.i.d. to affected areas, allopurinol 300 mg q.d., ASA 81 mg q.d., Pepcid 20 mg h.s., Proscar q.d., Flonase nasal spray two sprays q.d., gabapentin 200 mg b.i.d., Keppra 1000 mg b.i.d., Toprol 100 mg b.i.d., pravastatin 20 mg h.s., Seroquel 25 mg h.s., Flomax one capsule q.d. post meal, and Effexor 75 mg one capsule q.d.

ALLERGIES: PCN.
DIET: RCS, thin liquid, regular.

CODE STATUS: Advance directive with no heroic measures indicated.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Obese gentleman resting comfortably. He makes eye contact and is cooperative.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 140/78, pulse 80, temperature 97.0, respirations 18, O2 saturation 93%, and weight not available.

HEENT: EOMI. PERLA. Nares patent. Native dentition in poor repair with teeth missing.

NECK: Obese.
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CARDIAC: Distant heart sounds. An irregular rhythm at a regular rate, could not appreciate murmur, rub, or gallop.

RESPIRATORY: Decreased bibasilar breath sounds midfield. Lungs were clear. No cough. Symmetric excursion.

ABDOMEN: Protuberant, firm, nontender. Hypoactive bowel sounds.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: Generalized decreased muscle mass and motor strength. Mobility requires full assist. He has taut edema at 2+.

NEURO: He is alert. Makes eye contact. Speech is clear. He enjoys interacting. He is able to give information to some extent, has to be redirected. Orientation x2.

PSYCHIATRIC: In good spirits.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:

1. Lab review. On 01/14/2025, CBC is noted for platelet count of 138. There is no increased bleeding or bruising. Other values WNL.

2. Insulin-dependent DM II. A1c on 01/03/2025 was 10.8 indicating poor control.

3. Chronic systolic CHF. BNP on 12/10/2024 was 30 within target range.

4. General care. The patient is due for quarterly A1c; it will be ordered when in facility this week.
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
