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Dear Disability Determination Service:

Iasiah comes in to the Detroit Office for a complete ophthalmologic examination. He states that he has difficulties with work-related activities because of a speech impediment. He has a history of cataract surgery to the right eye. Apparently, his mother had a seizure in 2023 while she was driving the car that he was a passenger of. They had a car accident and he developed a traumatic cataract to the right eye. He states that he still has blurred vision even though he had cataract surgery. Currently, he is in college for business and he is not having trouble reading his books nor using a computer. He takes Motrin for headaches.
On examination, the best-corrected visual acuity is 20/20 on both sides. This is with a spectacle correction of –1.00 –0.50 x 027 on the right and plano on the left. The near acuity on the right with an ADD of +2.75 measures 20/20 at 14 inches. The near acuity on the left measures 20/20 at 14 inches without any correction. The pupils are equally reactive and round. The muscle balance is orthophoric. The extraocular muscle movements are smooth and full. Applanation pressures are 24 on the right and 21 on the left. The slit lamp examination shows a clear posterior chamber lens implant on the right side. The media are clear on both sides. The fundus examination is unremarkable on both sides. The eyelids are unremarkable.
Visual field testing utilizing a Humphrey 30-2 threshold test with a III4e stimulus without correction and with poor reliability shows general constriction of the visual fields on both sides. Of note, there are a high amount of false-negative errors on the right side and significant fixation losses on the left side. The visual field depressions are not consistent with the clinical examination. Clinically, his visual fields are full. It is likely that the depressions on the visual field test are related to effort.
Assessment:
1. Pseudophakia, right side.
2. Myopia.
Iasiah has excellent visual acuity and clinically he has normal visual fields. Based upon these findings, he should be able to perform the visual tasks required in the working and the academic environments. He can read small and moderate size print, use a computer, distinguish between small objects, and avoid hazards in his environment.
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He would do well to obtain a pair of glasses as this may help him to balance the difference between the pseudophakic eye on the right and the phakic eye on the left. His examination does not reveal an ophthalmic cause for headaches. His prognosis is good.
