The patient is here for followup with complaints of continued dysuria and frequency with recent antibiotics.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: See old medical records.
SOCIAL/FAMILY HISTORY: The patient is under the care of a caretaker who provides daily care.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Also, with sore reported to the left external ear for one month without history of injury.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Back: Normal. Extremities: Normal. Neuropsychiatric: Normal. Skin: Purpura left external ear with central excoriation and crusting x 12 mm.

IMPRESSION: Recurrent urinary tract infection, skin erosion, questionable ulceration to the left external ear.
PLAN: Urine culture and UA were obtained. The patient was placed on Bactrim Double Strength with Pyridium and mupirocin antibiotic for left ear. The patient was advised to follow up with PCP, Dr. Perez, in Livingston with probable recommendation for dermatological evaluation of the lesion on left ear and with additional followup with urologist.
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
