CHIEF COMPLAINT: A 38-year-old female with skipped heartbeat.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient as noted is a 38-year-old female who first reported irregular heartbeat approximately four years earlier. She was then seen at the emergency room and told she had “a double beat.” Since that time, she has had increased frequency of palpitations. She has had no shortness of breath or chest pain.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Includes:

1. Peptic ulcer disease.

2. Fibroid breast.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Includes:

1. Breast lump removal for benign mass.

2. Ankle spurs in 2005.

MEDICATIONS: None.

ALLERGIES: AMOXICILLIN results in anaphylaxis.

FAMILY HISTORY: Grandmother had AICD.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient denies alcohol or drug use.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS:
Constitutional: She has had fatigue.

Skin: She reports moles on her skin.

HEENT: Head: She has history of trauma noting that she hit her head couple of weeks ago. Eyes: She has pain. Ears: She reports tinnitus. Nose: She has nosebleeds.

Neck: She reports soreness.

Breasts: She has lumps.

Respiratory: She has occasional shortness of breath and cough.

Cardiac: She reports anterior chest pain.

Gastrointestinal: She has nausea, abdominal pain, and occasional constipation. She further reports hemorrhoids.

Neurologic: She has lightheadedness.

Psychiatric: She has anxiety.

Hematologic: She reports anemia.
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PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: She is alert, oriented, and in no acute distress.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 127/79, pulse 99, respiratory rate 16, height 64 inches, and weight 138.6 pounds.

DATA REVIEW: ECG demonstrates sinus rhythm of 78 bpm and is otherwise normal.

IMPRESSION:

1. A 38-year-old female with palpitations.

2. History of peptic ulcer disease.

3. Nonspecific chest pain.

PLAN: We will proceed with Zio Patch testing and echocardiogram.
