Dear Dr. Murray:
This is a followup visit for Mr. Klein with stage IIIA chronic kidney disease, proteinuria, hypertension and diabetic nephropathy.  His last visit was January 27, 2025.  He did require another cardiac catheterization with angioplasty in April 2025 by Dr. Lee in Bay City and his last one was one year ago.  Dr. Lee told him he has one more blockage in that same area.  He is going to be referred down to a specialist in the Detroit area who has a better procedure that hopefully may prevent this from happening again and he is currently participating in cardiac rehabilitation.  He has done nine sessions so far and he has another nine to go.  He is feeling quite well until stronger and better than he did before the cardiac catheterization.  No nausea, vomiting or dysphagia.  No current chest pain or palpitations.  No dyspnea, cough or sputum production.  He has lost 11 pounds since his last visit also and he is trying to restrict caloric intake and urine is clear without cloudiness or blood.  No current edema.
Medications:  He is on Plavix 75 mg daily, metoprolol is 12.5 mg daily, Norvasc 5 mg daily, losartan 100 mg daily, Imdur 30 mg daily, hydrochlorothiazide 25 mg daily, potassium is 10 mEq twice a day and other medications are unchanged from previous visit.
Physical Examination:  Weight 250 pounds, pulse 56 and blood pressure is 134/56.  Neck is supple without jugular venous distention.  Lungs are clear.  Heart is regular without murmur, rub or gallop.  Abdomen is soft and nontender without ascites and no edema.
Labs:  Most recent lab studies were done June 11, 2025.  Creatinine is improved at 1.27, estimated GFR is 57, calcium 9.7, albumin 4.3 and phosphorus 3.7.  Electrolytes are normal.  Hemoglobin 13.4 with a normal white count and normal platelets.
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Assessment and Plan:
1. Stage IIIA chronic kidney disease with stable creatinine levels.  He will continue to get labs every three months.
2. Diabetic nephropathy stable.
3. Hypertension, currently at goal.  The patient will have a followup visit with this practice in six months.
All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
